Here’s What You’ll
Need:

 
-Crayon stubs of many colors (These remind us

to have love and compassion for others
even when they’re not perfect). 

-one or more molds (for example, a metal
heart shaped cookie cutter, a flexible silicon 

ice tray or candy mold)
-cookie sheet

Here’s how you make
it happen:

 
1. Heat your oven to 175.

2. peel off any paper on the crayons and break
them into smaller pieces if possible so

they melt better.
3. slightly overfill each mold with crayon

pieces of 2-3 colors each. 
4. place molds onto the cookie sheet and bake
for 30 minutes or until completely melted. 

5. Let cool for an hour until the bottoms of the
molds are completely cool. (to speed this up,

put into the freezer after 15 minutes and check
bottoms at 30 minutes). 

6. Once they’re cooled, release from mold and
get coloring!
